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Why Biağystok?

Stars of the Festival 

Seal 

 

 

Seal, a singer and composer from the United Kingdom, is a multiple 
winner of BRIT, MTV and Grammy Awards. The artist has achieved 
phenomenal success, selling over 15 million records worldwide. He is adored 
for his unique ñhuskyò baritone, classic sound, and extremely emotional, 
melodious songs. His hit entitled ñKiss from a Roseò, originating from the 
1995 ñBatman Foreverò soundtrack, received as many as three Grammy 
awards and has become an international hit still played by radio stations all 
over the word. 

 
Seal, or Seal Henry Samuel, was born and brought up in rainy London, but it 

is hot Nigerian and Brazilian blood that is pumping through his veins. In the 1990s, 
in cooperation with the techno and house music producer, Adamski, he created a 
single entitled ñKillerò (1990), which not only went to the top of charts but also 
secured a solo contract for Seal. The debut album entitled ñSealò, released a year 
later, recorded together with Trevor Horn ï the producer of Sealôs greatest hits, sold 
over three million copies. 

The second record, entitled ñSeal IIò (1994), included the song ñKiss From a 
Roseò, well known to almost everyone, thanks to which the album achieved multi-
platinum status. In 1996, ñFly like an Eagleò, a song recorded for the ñSpace Jamò 
film was released, which made the artist even more popular. Subsequent records 
include ñHuman Beingò (1998) and ñSeal IVò (2003), as well as the ñBest 1991 ï 
2004ñ album, containing fourteen of the artistôs best songs.  

The fifth studio album was ñSystemò (2007), produced in cooperation with the 
famous producer Stuart Price. The record includes a duet sang with the artistôs wife, 
the famous supermodel Heidi Klum ï ñWedding Dayò. ñSoulò (2008), ñSeal Hitsò 
(2009) and ñCommitmentò (2010) are the last three albums recorded by the 
musician. 



Raphael Saadiq 

 

 

Raphael Saadiq is an American soul and R&B star, a singer, composer 
and producer, cooperating with world-famous artists, such as The Roots, 
Whitney Houston, Snoop Dogg, Joss Stone, Jay ï Z, DôAngelo, TLC, and Mary 
J. Blige. He is known as a forerunner of the neo-soul style in music. Saadiq 
refers to soul classics and introduces elements of funk, jazz and hip-hop.  

The last studio album recorded by the musician, entitled ñStone Rollinò, was 
released on 25th March 2011. The record is a tribute to Chuck Berry, Stevie Wonder 
and Sly Stone, i.e. early rock, funk and blues, which the artist mixes with 
contemporary sounds. The latest works have extremely rich arrangements ï 
besides the genre classics, they contain choirs of angels or a jazz orchestra. The 
record has turned out to be a great success and it quickly conquered world music 
markets, winning thousands of new fans for Raphael Saadiq and convincing the 
existing ones ï who cannot live without his music any more ï that he is an artist with 
a great talent, musical sense and flexibility. The artist is particularly famous for 
dynamic and unforgettable concerts.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Count Basic 

 

 

The Austrian group Count Basic, founded in 1993, is one of the most 
popular representatives of acid jazz, along with such groups as The Brand 
New Heavies, Incognito, Jamiroquai, Galliano, or Young Disciples. The makers 
of famous records and countless hits, they have been present on the music 
scene for over 16 years, appearing in, among other things, many film 
soundtracks.  

Their music constitutes the quintessence of genre, from which the ñPositive 
Vibrationsò compilations started their adventure ï acid jazz. Their extensive 
discography covers such titles as: ñLife Think it Overò (1995), ñThe Remix Hit 
Collectionò (1996), ñMovinô in the Right Directionò (1996), ñLiveò (1997), ñTrust Your 
Instinctsò (2000), ñBigger & Brighterò (2002) and ñLove & Lightò (2007). 

The international success of the group composed of 11 people was brought 
about by its creator, the guitarist Peter Legat, and the soul singer with the piercing 
ñblackò voice - Kelli Sae. Since their world debut ï the album entitled ñLife think it 
overò (1994) ï Count Basic have given concerts in The Jazz Caf® (London), Tinkov 
Club (Moscow), Fabrik (Hamburg), Subterania (London), Head On (Oslo), Jazz 
Festival (Vienna), Palais Xtra (Zurich), and Hot Club de Paris (Paris). It is the live 
concerts that are extremely important for the group ï they always make an 
extremely strong impact on the audiences.

The regular members of the formation also 
include the singers: Barbara Lahr, Karl Frierson and Pat Appleton. Musicians 
interweave many various music genres, such as soul, funk, jazz, acid jazz, trip-hop, 
latino, dub and many others.

James Taylor is one of the most outstanding instrumentalists of his 
time, who has built his musical brand on the basis of the characteristic sound 
of the Hammond organ. After 25 years of touring, JTQ unvaryingly provides its 
audiences with an energy bomb during its live concerts. Extremely 
entertaining sounds created by the group are inspired by rare-groove and 
funk, but also boogaloo, a trend popular in 1960s and 1970s, originating from 
Latin music, combining soul, R&B, mambo and son.  

This year, the phenomenal James Taylor Quartet is celebrating its 25th 
anniversary. The latest album recoded by the group, ñThe Templateò, is available 
from 15th April. JTQôs concert during the Biağystok Festival will, therefore, not only 
be the first concert of the brilliant musician in Poland, but also his jubilee concert. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Pilichowski Band 

 

Pilichowski Band is composed of Wojtek Pilichowski ï the most 
recognisable Polish bass player in the world, working with the brightest stars 
of the Polish music scene, Lena Romul (vocals, saxophone), Tomasz świerk 
(composer, arranger and pianist), Artur "Boo-Boo" Twarowski (guitarist, 
arranger) and Tomek "ŧaba" MŃdzielewski. 

Pilichowski was nominated for the Polish Phonographic Academy award 
three times. He was selected as the best Polish bass player by readers of the 
ñGitara i Basò magazine seven times. He is a four-time laureate of the Play Box 
award ï awarded by Polish Radio Broadcasting Stations. Since 2005, they have 
been appearing at the following festivals: Euro Bass Day (Italy), European Bass Day 
(Germany), UK Bass Day, Bass Player Live (USA). They are invited to shows and 
concerts from Almaty to Los Angeles.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Marcin Nowakowski 

 

 

An outstanding saxophonist and composer, cooperating with such 
artists as Paul Jackson, Jose Carreras, Natalia Kukulska, Wojtek Pilichowski, 
Maryla Rodowicz, Kasia Kowalska and Reni Jusis. As a session musician, he 
recorded several dozen records. Both of Nowakowskiôs solo records, ñSmooth 
Nightò and ñBetter Daysò, went gold, and the single track from the first record 
was included in the most popular music compilations in Poland: Marek 
NiedŦwieckiôs Smooth Jazz Cafe 7 and Pinacolada vol. 3. 

Nowakowski also specialises in playing other woodwind instruments, such as 
flute, clarinet, bass clarinet, bassoon, harmonica and Electric Wind Instrument - 
EWI, however his greatest passion is the saxophone.  

Recently a two-disc compilation has been released ï entitled "Smooth & 
Chill" ï the fruit of cooperation between Marcin Nowakowski and the music journalist 
Artur Orzech, in which they present their favourite recordings of the smooth jazz and 
chillout masters. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Muariolanza 

 

 

Muariolanza are the first representatives of ambient-jazz ï music 
combining ambient spaces with jazz improvisation ï in Poland. Their music 
also contains elements of ethno, rock, reggae, funk and a lot of trance 
sounds. The group was founded by Mariusz Orzeğowski, a graduate from the 
Jazz Institute of the Music Academy in Katowice. The group follows the maxim 
of the 20th century avant-garde classic, John Cage: ñThere is no such thing as 
silence ï everything is musicò, that is why they use not only instruments, but 
also the ambient sounds. 

During concerts, the Muariolanza group presents works from four records 
released so far (ñMuariolandò 2006, ñPo drugiej stronie Przemszyò 2008, òWszystko 
bňdzie inaczejò 2009, ñMuafrikaò 2010), highly praised by critics both in the world of 
jazz and of alternative music.
